Older children
and adults may safely drink the water.

Drinking water containing more than 4.0 mg/L of fluoride (the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency's drinking water standard) can
increase vour risk of developing bone disease.

required 1o notify you when we discover that fluoride levels in your drinking water exceed 2.0 mg/L. because of this cosmetic dental
problem.

In addition, you may want to consult your dentist about whether to avoid dental products containing fluoride. Adults
and children over age nine should consult their dentist or doctor and show him/her this notice to determine if an
alternate source of water low in fluoride should be used.
